PRECAUTIONS FOR USER:

. Avoid contact with skin, eyes or open wounds. Avoid inhalation. Do not mix with bare
hands.

. Do not eat, drink and chew tobacco or smoke while handling the product.

. The user/ worker should use full protective clothing which include rubber gloves, boots
either face mask or dust mask an overall rubber apron hood or hat.

. Remove contaminated clothes: Wash contaminated skin and clothes with soap and plenty
of water.

. If eyes are contaminated, wash for 15 minutes with clean water.

. Keep out of the reach of children.

. Do not Spray under rainy conditions or high temperatures (>35 deg C).

Cautions Do not spray during active bee-foraging period of the day. Use with care to avoid
air/dust contamination of the cropping area.

SYMPTONS OF POISONING: Headache, giddiness and vomiting

FIRST AID MEASURES

If ingested if person is conscious and alert, rinse mouth with water and give 1 or 2 glass of
water to drink. Never give anything by mouth to an unconscious/convulsive person. Call the
doctor. Do not induce vomiting until and unless desired by attending physician.

If inhaled: Take the patient to fresh air and take care of body temperature. If patient is not
breathing or breathing with difficulty, give artificial respiration, Consult a physician.

In_case of skin contactash thoroughly the affected part of body with soap and plenty of
water including hairs and under fingernails. If pain, redness or irritation persists, consult a
doctor. All contaminated clothes should be segregated and thoroughly washed with soap and
water separately before use.

In case of eye contadtinse gently with plenty of water at least for 15 minutes. If pain,
irritation, redness or photophobia persists. Consult eye specialist

ANTIDOTE : No specific antidote is known. Give symptomatic treatment, if required




STORAGE:

1. The packages containing the insecticides shall be stored in separate room or premises away
from the rooms or premises used for storing other articles particularly articles of food or shall be
kept in separate almirah under lock and key depending upon the quantity and nature of the
insecticides.

2. The rooms or premises meant for storing the house hold insecticide shall be well built, dry,
well lit and ventilated and of sufficient dimension to avoid contamination with vapour.

3. Storage and transportation should be done in such a way that no foodstuff and animal feed are
contaminated.

4. If leakage or spillage occurs during transportation or storage, necessary measure should be
taken to prevent poisoning and pollution of soil and water. Keep out of reach of children.

DISPOSAL OF USED PACKAGES, SURPLUS MATERIALS AND WASHINGS OF
INSECTICIDES: -

1. It shall be the duty of manufacturers, formulators of insecticides and operators to dispose
packages or surplus materials and washings in a safe manner so as to prevent environmental or
water pollution.

2. The used packages shall not be left outside to prevent their re-use.

3.The packages shall be broken and buried away from habitation.

CAUTIONARY STATEMENT :
1. Not to be used for any purpose other than those prescribed in label and leaflet.
2. Destroy the container after use as directed on leaflet.
